12. Only use tap water or potable water, otherwise it may cause chafing.
13. Do not connect water supply to heater outlet. Make sure inlet water temperature is between
      3~35℃/37.4~95℉
14. When the room temperature is under zero degree, please drain the water tank, to avoid 
      freezing.
15. Raise room temperature to prevent the toilet from damage due to freezing.
16. When moving the product from cold or wet environment into normal room temperature, wait for
      2 hours until the condensation water is fully volatilized. Doing so can prevent the product from
      electrical short-circuit.
17. When not using the product over three(3) days, drain the water out of the toilet and pull the 
      electrical plug from the wall outlet.
18. Stop using the product and shut off the power when product malfunctions. Call for professional 
      service.
